competence, and autonomy. The article describes a program ammed at
promoting dialogue and its preliminary assessment. 420 students completed
questionnaires at the beginning of the program (seventh grade) and again at
the end of the second year of the program (eighth grade). Results showed an
increase in students’ perceptions of teachers as conducting dialogue on the
relevance of studies to students lives, an increase in positive students’
feclings and a decrease in classroom violence and negative students feelings.
There were no significant differences on most of the dialogue attributes It is
proposed that the dialogue attributes on which the program focuses can be
viewed as “conceptual lenses™ that enhance teachers’ awareness of the extent
to which their conversations with students address students’ needs and their
own needs, thereby promoting basic need satisfaction at school.

Using the Internet to Diagnose High School Students Career-Related

Decision-Making Difficulties

Tamar Amir Itamar Gati and Tali Kleiman. Tel Aviv University, The Hebrew
University of Jerusalem

Many high school students in Israel face difficulties choosing a high school,
high-school elective courses, and a preferred military service. In the present
research we examined the Internet versions of three questionnaires
developed to measure such difficulties (Gati et al., 2001), and the possibility
of providing individualized feedback for each student. In Study 1 Internet
versions of the questionnaires were developed and embedded in the Future
Directions Internet site (http://kivunim.huji.acil). The Internet (N=646)
and paper-and-pencil (N=1835) versions of the questionnaires were
equivalent in terms of both reliability and structure of the ten difficulty
categories. In Study 2 a four-stage model for analyzing and interpreting the
patterns of students’ responses (Gati, Amir, & Kleiman, 2004) was
mplemented. The four stages included: (a) credibility of the responses,
(b) informativeness of the responses, (c) relative salience of the various
difficulties, and (d) the degree of confidence with which the feedback can be
provided. It was found that most students’ responses were credible and
informative. However, for some of the students the feedback should be
given with “‘reservation”, based on the criteria of credibility, informative-
ness, and the ratio of the variance between and within categories. These
findings reflect the possibility of providing high school students with a
computerized personal feedback that may assist both students and
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counselors in locating the sources of difficulties and guiding students to
potential help resources.

Studying school counseling — compromise and commitmen?
Rachel Erhard & Adi Fishman, School of Education, Tel Aviv University

The aim of this study was to explore the element of compromise involved in
the decision to graduate in school counseling. Compromise is studied in
terms of alternatives and in terms of relative importance of aspects (Gati,
1993). Likewise, the level of professional commitment was studied and the
relationship between compromise and professional commitment was
explored. The sample consisted of 99 female graduate students of school
counseling who completed a questionnaire composed especially for this
study. Main Results: One third of the subjects did not report making a
compromise while making their choice. The rest (two third) reported a
compromise when choosing their studies. The decision to study school
counseling involved compromises in self-actualization, economic rewards
and social status. The professional commitment is low: One third of the
subjects do not plan to work as school counselors, about half plan to work
in the profession only few years, (most of them wish to work as therapists).
Less than one fifth of the subject’s long-term plans are to work in
educational counseling. A negative relationship was found between
professional commitment and compromise: Higher the compromise lower
the commitment The findings of this study bear theoretical contribution in
exploring the element of compromise and its relationship to professional
commitment, as well as for the professional leadership pertaining to the
formation of the profession.




iv  Abstract

The intervention is based on Shechtman’s Bibliotherapy program, which
was already found effective in reducing aggression. Results indicated
reduced aggression in both experimental groups compared to control, by
self, teacher, and parent reports. Gains sustained after three months.
However, between the two experimental groups only one difference was
found, on self-report. In addition, parental responses improved in the two
experimental groups compared to control, with higher gains in the parent-
child treatment group, on two dimensions: stress and punishment.

Adolescents Seeking Support from Their Parents: Perceptions of the
Adolescents and their Parents regarding the Kinds of Support
Received |/ Given

Danit Ashraf & Moshe Tatar, The Hebrew University of Jerusalem

The present study focused on parents’ support to their adolescent children.
This study was aimmed at understanding whether adolescents turn to
their parents for support in three major fields in their lives the
social domain, the scholastic domain and the personal one. Moreover, the
study examined what kind of support (emotional, instrumental, informa-
tional and accompanying support) do adolescents receive from their
parents in the three domains. The study also compared the adolescents’
perceptions of the support they receive from their parents to
parents’ percéptions of the support they provide. The research deals with
perceived support (received and given) rather than with actual support. 111
senior-high school students and their parents (mothers and fathers)
participated in the study. Findings show thal the majority of the teen-
agers do turn to their parents for support in cases where problems occur in
the three aspects examined in the study. Moreover, most of the teenagers
turn to both parents, but in cases where the teenagers approach only
one of the parents, they usually turn to the mother. Both the parents
and the adolescents report, in general, greater support in terms of counseling
and emotional support as compared to referral to external sources of
support. Finally, the parents tend to report that they provide greater
support than what is perceived by their teenagers. The research has
important practical implications in relation to the role of the school system
in general, and to the school counselor in particular — regarding their work
with parents.
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Student-athletes in high schools: Characteristics, educational-psycho-
logical needs, and the support for these needs

Salit Axelard & Ronnie Lidor, Haifa University

During the last years, Israel has been undergoing a process of transferring
athletic activity from its traditional framework, namely the sport associa-
tions and federations, to the public high schools. As a result, the number of
student-athletes has been increased dramatically during this period of time.
So far, no data have been collected on this population. Therefore, the
purpose of the study was to examine the unique charactenstics of student-
athletes enrolled in high schools in Israel as well as their educational and
psychological needs. Seventy-one student-athletes (basketball plavers and
track and field athletes) participated in the study. In addition, four coaches
and 3 educational counselors took part in the study. The student-athletes
were interviewed based on a semi-closed questionnaire, Oral interviews were
conducted with the coaches and educational counselors. Qualitative and
quantitative analyses were conducted on the data. Two main findings were
revealed: (1) the basketball players and the track and field athletes shared
similar characteristics, and (2) the student-athletes preferred to approach
their coaches and team managers to seek for advice related to their
educational and psychological needs. However, they did not discuss their
needs with the educational counselors. It was concluded that the educational
counselors should be much more involved with student-athletes. They are
the only ones in school who have the background as well as the knowledge
to provide the student-athletes with appropriate educational and psycho-
logical support.

MNeed Supporting Dialogue among Teachers and Students can
Enhance Well-being in School: A Conceptualization and an
Implementation Program

Haya Kaplan & Avi Assor, Ben-Gurion Univerrsity

This article presents @ conceptualization of growth supporting dialogue that
is based on Self-Determination theory (Deci & Ryan, 2000), Assor’s (2001,
2003} education oriented interpretation of that theory, and Bubers (1960}
philosophy. We assume that dialogue between teachers and students would
lead to optimal student development only to the extent that it addresses
three basic types of psychological needs: relatedness/ belongingness/security,
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living under daily threat of terror attacks. One intervention program that
attracted both research and therapeutic interests lately is expressive writing.
The current research sought to investigate the efficiency of expressive
writing according to Penncbaker's writing paradigm, as a short-term
intervention, in the context of the terror attacks, by conducting two
experiments. The aim of the first experiment was to test whether the effect of
the writing is inherent in the writing being about emotions. The sample
included 80 subjects that were divided into two groups: One was requested
to write only about emotions that are evoked in relation to the ongoing
stressful security situation, while the other was instructed to write only
about facts, Subjects in both groups participated in two sessions, and
completed a series of psychological measurements before and after each of
the two writing days. The main finding of this experiment was that the
writing itself lead to a decrease in state anxiety and in the intensity of
negative emotions. The purpose of the second experiment was to test
whether a one-time writing session may improve the emotion and anxiety of
the subjects without limiting the writing to either emotions or facts. The 62
participants completed the one-day writing session and were assessed using
the same measures., A significant increase in state anxiety was found
suggesting that a one-session intervention, is not sufficient as an intervention
in the context of ongoing terror attacks and might even be harmful and
cause emotional flooding. Nevertheless, a two-session intervention of
expressive writing that involves an opportunity for the discharge of factual
and emotional aspects may be effective in reducing anxiety and nepative
emotions.

The School Counselor and The Students of Divorce Parents
Tal Shemer-Elkayam & Rachel Erhard, School of Education, Tel Aviv University

The aim of the study was to examine the behavior of school counselors, their
perceptions, attitudes and knowledpe regarding students of divorced
parents, and to examine the relative contribution of these characteristics
to the variance in their behavior. In addition we examined the relationships
between these characteristics and the personal-professional characteristics of
the school counsclors, as well as the organizational characteristics of the
school. 116 counselors participated in the study. The participants had
positions in public schools of different levels (primary, middle school and
high school) in the center of Israel. These counselors filled out a
guestionnaire developed for this study. The findings show: (a) the counselors
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invest relatively a lot of their time in a crisis intervention during the divorce
process. Very little time is invested in follow up activities and in the
provision of long-term support for the students. (b) Counselors, who had
more knowledge regarding the effect that divorce might have on students,
believed that their role involve helping these students, and as a result they
increased the frequency of crisis and ongoing intervention. (c) The long-term
interventions were explained by the counselor’s knowledge and role
perception. Crisis intervention was explained by role perception only.
(d) No definite relationship was found between behavior, role perception,
attitudes and knowledge, and between both the personal, demographic
and professional characteristics of the counselor and the characteristics of
the school.

The Effect of Group Counseling on Parents of a Child with Learning
Disabilities (L) as Compared With an NLD Sibling

Irit Gilat & Zipora Shechiman, Faculty of Education, Haifa University

This study investigated the impact of counseling groups (compared to
educational groups) on attitudes, level ol stress, and sense of control among
parents of a child with LD, as compared to an NLD sibling. It also
examined group process, in an attempt to understand the effects. Conducted
in one learning center in Israel, the study comprised 49 families in the
experimental (counseling) group and 46 families in the control (educational)
group. Results indicated significantly higher gains in the counseling groups
for both mothers (who participated in the intervention) and fathers (who did
not) with respect to both children, with gains higher for the LD child than
the NLD sibling. Childrens self reports and teacher reports confirmed these
gains. Process variables, including therapeutic factors, and the Client
Behavior System suggested useful clues for understanding the outcomes.

Group Intervention to Reduce Aggression: A Comparison of child
treatment versus Parent and Child Treatment

Dalia Byrani-Nasar Aladin & Zipora Shechtman, Faculty of Education, Haifa
University

This study focused on treatment of child aggression. It compared between
two experimental groups: child treatment versus child and parent treatment,
both further compared with a non-treatment group, in a Druze population.
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Stress, Coping, and Adaptive Outcomes in a Community Disaster
Situation: A Transactional Model
Maoshe Zeidner & Orly Hazan-Levy, Haifa University

The purpose of this study is to examine the relation between environmental
stress, coping strategies, and adaptive outcomes in a grave community
disaster situation. This study examines a Transactional Model based on the
work of Lazarus & Folkman (1984). Data were gathered via structured
questionnaires in the midst of the El-Agsa Intifada on a sample of 227
adolescents participants aged 15-16. Students were drawn from the 9th—10th
grades of schools in Northern Israel. According to the research hypotheses,
negative emotional and somatic symptoms were positively predicted by level
of trait anxiety, environmental stress. and emotion-focused coping
strategies. In addition, adaptive outcomes were positively predicted by
secondary appraisal, but not by problem-focused coping strategies.
Furthermore, levels of (rait anxiety positively correlate with level of
environmental stress, and with emotion-focused coping strategies. In
addition, we found that level of environmental stress negatively correlate
with secondary appraisal. The data suggest that the terror situation in Israel
constitutes @ chronic environmental stress for Israeli adolescents, and
adolescents use a mixture of problem-focused and emotion-focused
strategies in coping with this grave environmental stress. Also, adolescents
high on trait anxiety and females are particularly vulnerable.

Is It Right to Write? Expressive Writing Effects in the Context of
Terror Attacks in Israel
